Disclosure of inside information in the EU:
Striking the right balance

EU capital markets regulation emphasizes the critical
role of continuous disclosure of inside information in
fostering market efficiency and integrity by providing
timely information to investors and removing its ‘in-
side’ nature. However, the EU disclosure regime poses
significant challenges. Striking a balance between re-
leasing information promptly and safeguarding sen-
sitive business data is a complex yet essential task for
the smooth operation of capital markets. Additionally,
concerns about premature disclosures, alongside
complications from integrating two distinct frame-
works—disclosure regulation and conduct regula-
tion—must be addressed. Achieving this balance is
vital to enhance investors’ confidence and improve
overall market efficiency.
